• Coaching & Performance Management – Overseeing coaching structures, mentoring coaches, 

captains and managers, and ensuring training sessions and rugby operations are all able to deliver 

against agreed objectives. 

• To support activities designed to harness ‘One Club’ culture across all sections of the club 

• To agree a rugby budget with the Treasurer on an annual basis and to work within that budget
